CLASS DESCRIPTION: Walk/Trot riders are 12 & under. 
      Young Entry riders are 12 & under in their first 2 years of showing. 
      Short Stirrup riders are 12 & under in their first 2 years of showing. 
      Long Stirrup riders are over 12 years old; cannot show for more than 2 years in this division. 
      Jr./Amat. Riders are non-professional over 12 years of age.
     

HELMETS must be worn by all riders while mounted on the show grounds. Juniors must have ASTM-SEI helmets. Adults are encouraged to 
wear ASTM-SEI helmets.

NEGATIVE COGGINS is required of each horse on the show grounds.
